Buses – Hurstville Aquatic Centre 
Thank you to everyone for your cooperation, flexibility and 
understanding with the bus transport to and from our temporary 
school on the site of Peakhurst West PS.

Please note:  should your child’s 
bus passtab be lost or damaged, a replacement cost of 
$12.00 will be required.   
 
To ensure that your email details are correct, please see our 
website for update-of-details form for you to complete.  The 
emergency details that you provide will help us communicate 
concerns/news we may need to share with you. 
 
If you haven’t been receiving the email notifications following a 
passtab scan/sign in please check your junk/spam mail in your 
email inbox as this has happened to other parents.

This 
means that once each bus is fully boarded, they will depart 
school for arrival at Hurstville Aquatic Centre.  This will also 
mean that Kindergarten may not be the first bus to arrive at 
Hurstville Aquatic Centre for you to collect your child/ren.  
Kindergarten will continue to follow the same exit procedures 
and all board the same bus. 
 
To minimise any confusion with pick up, it is highly 
recommended that ALL Kindergarten students travel by bus 
to Hurstville Aquatic Centre.  This will ensure that no 
Kindergarten child is left behind at school still waiting for 
parents after 3.00pm.  The exception here is if students live in 
the locality and/or do not use the bus to travel to and from 
school at all.

While Penshurst Public School shares the site with Peakhurst 
West Public School, we ask all members of our school 
community to be considerate of where cars are parked.
